Toe axtent to which this material cen be used in advice to Afyican Hiniaters
is & matter for those on the spot to decide. Probebly only bharm would be done by
sppesring to insulste British companies from competition. If, therefore, AGIP should
b8 interested simply in opening petrol stations or motels in streight competition
with the satsblished marketers, we gbould heve no ceuse for complaint, porticulmrly
